MOBILE PHONES   Because of service problems we only use our mobile phones on Market days. Please use the land line in the week, On Sundays, if you are running late, please ring the person whose area your site is in and we can save it for you. Otherwise at 7am it is likely it will be given away, as some have discovered of late. WEBSITE: We can now put a small photo, your contact details and or a link to your website on the Artist page of our website for $20 per year. See Helen for more info.
WEATHER: January’s Burleigh market had to be cancelled due to wet weather. A reminder that you should always call in and tell us if you’re not going to be attending, if the market does go ahead you will be given a no-show. On wet delayed-start markets remember you may need to pay before you set up, so that we can set up the market in a way that will be effective for the stallholders who trade on the day. Coral contacted us requesting us to put a thank you into the newsletter to all the people who helped her when her stall blew over at Coolangatta during pack up. When possible please help your neighbours to pack their stalls down safely, as it is a dangerous time for tents. 
SURF TITLES AT BROADBEACH: this year the state and national surf titles will affect the markets at Broadbeach for a few markets. We are still in negotiations with the event organisers, but at this point the March 18th Broadbeach markets may see some stalls needing to be relocated, we will contact you if affected. At this stage the April 1st market will likely be cancelled, as relocating it to Coolangatta (as we usually do) would mean 3 Coolangatta markets in a five Sunday month.
BLEACH FESTIVAL: The Bleach Festival runs from the 11th to the 26th February and commences with the Bleach Street Party on the 11th. The Festival features an eclectic mix of art, music, street theatre, children’s activities etc. themed around surf/youth culture. ATTENDANCE IN THE NEW YEAR: A reminder that when the time comes to accepting bookings for the Cooly Rocks On and Blues Festival that we will be taking attendance through February and March into consideration. There are a number of stallholders who take this time off every year and as we may have a limited number of stall sites available at these festivals, we feel that the sites should go to stallholders who support the markets year round and not just in busy times. 

REAPPROVAL: Please be aware that as a casual stallholder, or a permanent stallholder not advising us of absences, that if you stop attending for more than a month, then you need to get reapproved before you attend again. We have a waiting list of people wanting to come in and receive more applications every week. When you reapply we may be unable to accept you if your product is too similar to those that we already have in the markets. 
INSURANCE: All stallholders coming under our market insurance policy will be required to sign a 2011-12 disclaimer to take up coverage under our policy. 
RUBBISH REMOVAL: a reminder to all stallholders that they need to clean their sites at the end of each day, making sure you remove all ties, tinsel, pegs, cigarette butts and rubbish. Please pay special attention to pegs as these tend to upset the mowing contractor.
JOB AVAILABILITY: in the future we may have a position become available to assist us at the markets for 3 hours every Sunday. If you know someone who might be interested (must be over 14.5 years old) please give details to markets management. 

BROADBEACH: We have successfully obtained a Police Permit to capture carparks in the morning between 5 and 7am . As the early morning is a very “hands-on” time for us, we will be trialling a system of carpark capture that will rely on the help of stallholders. Parks will be captured with a traffic cone at 5am. As permanent stallholders arrive ( ie-those ready to unload at 6am) they can occupy these parks. Please place the traffic cone in an unoccupied space or on the footpath near the gutter. As you leave the carpark to park away make sure that another stallholder gets the space. As we say, this is being trialled. If all cooperate and help one another it could work effectively. 

In the afternoon, between 1.30 and 3 pm we operate under a similar Permit to capture carparks. Please work with us by not leaving until someone is available to “capture” your park and by being patient.  Remember; an unattended vehicle in a bike lane will be ticketed by Council Parking Officers. If you are sitting at the wheel in the bike lane waiting for a park , the officer may ask you to move on but, as a rule, will not ticket you.

Don’t obscure the view of the pedestrian crossings by double parking near them * Do not leave your vehicle parked in bike lanes to load or unload, wait till you can pull into a parking space * Always anchor stalls and umbrellas with ropes, pegs and weights as soon as they go up * Stay till 2.30pm weather permitting * Pick up all rubbish in your site.
